Course Description and Details

CP8205 - Advanced Human-Computer Interaction

Cross-Listing

This course is cross-listed with the undergraduate course CPS 613 - Human-Computer
Interaction. Graduate and undergraduate students attend the same lectures and can also work
together in project teams.
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A few of the CPS613 labs on Wednesdays 8 to 10 or Thursdays 10 to 12 are also compulsory for
CP8205. Times and location are posted on the Topics and Course Schedule page.

CPS613 also includes a Visual Studio component which is a very useful prototyping tool for the
course project. The Visual Studio component is self-taught in CPS613 via labl, an assignment,
and a set of modules. Except for lab 1, these three CPS613 assessments are not part of the
CP8205 workload or marking scheme, but CP8205 students who do not know Visual Studio are
encouraged to do as much of the other CPS613 Visual Studio assessments as is necessary in
order to learn enough Visual Studio for their project. They are also welcome to attend all the
CPS613 Visual Studio lab sessions.

Teaching Methods

The lectures and labs in this course will be in person on campus, and they will not be recorded.
The slides used for the lectures will be posted in D2L.

The instruction in this course is project-based: in order to learn about the integration of
usability concerns in the software lifecycle. Throughout the semester, students working in
teams will be gradually refining the design of the user interface of an app and testing its
usability.
